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Pastor Franko, continued from page 1  

congregational meeting on January 30th you will hear 

a report of the goals that have evolved from this 

group. From those goals action plans will be devel-

oped in early 2011 and I’m looking forward to see us 

put those plans into action. 

Promising Development #3: We have started having 

preliminary conversations about sharing a pastor with 

Cedar Valley Lutheran. Cedar Valley has termi-

nated their relationship with Looney Valley Lutheran 

due to Looney Valley’s initial vote to leave the 

ELCA. This has opened the door for a discussion 

about reestablishing the relationship our congrega-

tions enjoyed together up until 1961. We have started 

to ask the question if maybe now, fifty years later, is a 

good time for our two congregations to share a pastor 

together again and I’m looking forward to seeing the 

direction these talks will take us. 

Promising Development #4: We are a year and a half 

into a partnership with the world-class youth ministry 

organization, Young Life. What this partnership of-

fers is some valuable training for Jake Wagner, our 

Youth Director, and access to their premier camping 

program. Last year we gathered an average of 12 stu-

dents for ―Club‖, the weekly youth gathering, and are 

averaging 28 so far this year. Last year we sent 25 

Middle and High School students to Castaway Bible 

Camp in Northern Minnesota. This year we expect to 

send 45. Last year we had 5 college leaders helping 

with the program, this year 13 are involved. I am 

looking forward to the impact these kinds of experi-

ences will have on the faith development of our 

youth. 

Promising Development #5: We have a reputation 

around town for generously feeding the hungry. This 

year we exceeded our goal of 2010 pounds of food 

we’ve donated to Winona Volunteer Services by 

about 500 pounds and we are often feeding around 

200 people every Wednesday at the FEAST. I get the 

sense that we have not come close to tapping our full 

potential and I look forward to see where our care for 

others will take us. 

God willing, 2011 is going to be a very good year 

with much to look forward to.  Happy New Year!

Children in Worship

Synod Partner in Evangelical Worship

My two children, Theodore and Lucy, have to be at 

church every Sunday.  When both my kids were ba-

bies, I had a crib in my office and a curtain installed 

on my office window so I could nurse in private.  On 

Easter Sunday, my kids are there the entire time.  

When it comes to worshipping with children, I’ve seen 

it all.  Theodore has run clear across the sanctuary cry-

ing in the middle of Bishop Hanson praying.  Temper 

tantrums and head bonks always seem to occur in the 

worst times of worship, especially when I am wearing 

my clergy collar. 

Therefore, it is with authority that I tell young families 

to worship every single Sunday with their children.  

We have a generation of young families who are ex-

hausted from the week and often naptime interferes 

with worship.  Parents don’t always want to drop their 

child off at another nursery.  And most parents admit 

they aren’t getting anything out of worship because 

they are policing their child the entire time.  So they 

aren’t coming.  And in twenty years we will be the 

worse for it. 

Yet, I have seen the benefit in a mere five years of 

worshipping with my children.  Theodore builds pipe 

organs out of Legos and understands that the basic 

things needed to play worship are a cross, bread and 

wine, candles, and –yes- an organ.  Lucy surprised me 

a few Sundays ago when she chanted ―The Lord be 

with You‖ right along with my colleague Dave Beck-

strom during Holy Communion.  She is not even three 

years old. 

If we want to pass this amazing faith on to the next 

generation, it begins with worship.  It begins with 

teaching families that it is okay to have children in 

worship.  It is hard, it is exhausting, and it is a sacri-

fice parents are doing on behalf of their children.  We 

do not always get out of worship what we want, but 

there are so many other benefits we may not see, such 

as exposure to the Lord’s Prayer, Holy Communion, 

hymns, real musicians and Confession and Forgive-

ness.  We need to teach our families the value and our 

congregations too.  When we all sacrifice together by 

bringing children to worship, we are planting seeds of 

faith beyond what we may ever see.

This is the first letter in a series of 11 that will discuss the 11 different elements thought to be the reason that 

Young Life was a success after their first decade in existence.  Here is that list as they wrote it out in 1951: 

1) Go where kids congregate; 

2) Accept them as they are; 

3) Learn how to walk in wisdom to those outside the faith; 

4) See the dignity of each unique person; 

5) Find a neutral setting for the club meeting; 

6) Create a climate that is informal; 

7) Speak naturally in terms familiar to the vocabulary of the kids; 

8) Communicate your certainties rather than flaunt your doubts; 

9) Consider it a sin to bore kids, especially with the Gospel; 

10) Build on their instinct for adventure; 

11) Capitalize on the elements of good humor and music to establish openness to the Gospel." 

-- Char Meredith, It's a Sin to Bore a Kid 1978, pp. 52-53.  

Now I believe all of these combined make for successful youth ministry and they are all about as equally 

important - but its hard for me not to think that the first one might have the edge on being the most important 

quality of the list.   

Go where kids congregate.  Its what I think we pride ourselves in most of all.  In an age where church youth 

group numbers are dwindling across our country according to a USA Today article in September, something 

about Young Life battles the trend.  The article gives many examples of why ten years ago kids were flock-

ing to churches for pizza parties and bible trivia and why they no longer are today.  They list poor parental 

guidance, overcommitted teens and boredom as reasons why kids no longer are coming to youth group.  One 

word I searched for and didn’t find is the most important word in creating a successful youth group, relation-

ships.  We must go to where kids congregate.  We must go to their ―turf‖ to be able to build relationships 

with them.  Our leaders are told from the first moment they hear about Young Life that they will be a part of 

the kid’s lives.  Not just waiting for kids to show up at youth group, but going to where they are - basketball 

games, choir concerts, dance recitals, parades, competitions, award banquets, coffee shops, living rooms for 

Xbox 360, and everywhere else kid’s are.   

Once they see that we want to enter their world, that relationship begins.  I tell leaders that they should know 

a kid before they can invite them to club.  We need to earn the right to invite them into our world.  Kid’s are 

hungry for relationships.  They desperately want someone to enter their lives and know that someone cares 

about them.  This Saturday I will be out at St. Mary’s at the Nordic Ski meet in the cold because I don’t want 

to miss the skiers that I know compete in the only race they have in Winona.  The kids that know me will know that 

I care, and the kids that don’t will start to wonder why someone would want to spend a couple hours in the cold just 

to watch them ski. 

Another problem I see in the article is that each youth program puts its measure of success in the attendance of their 

youth group.  Although I think it’s a helpful way of seeing how things are progressing, I believe the better question 

to ask instead of how many people are going to youth group is how many people does your leaders know by name at 

the High School?  How many relationships with kids have you formed?  We can get so wrapped up in trying to get 

kids to come to something we forget why we want them there in the first place. 

In the end, Jesus sums this element up the best.  At no point in his life did he set up shop some-

where and wait for people to come find him.  He was consistently on the move...going to where 

kids congregate.

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Lutheran Services in America 

The story of Lutheran Services in America, the collective 

name of Lutheran social ministry, is the story God's love 

poured out for God's people. And God's people, with over-

flowing gratitude, love their brothers and sisters in the hu-

man community -- next door and across the globe. Luther-

ans have directed that impulse to love the neighbor through 

individual and collective action for many generations. 

In the last half of the 19th century, in many rural towns and 

in many cities, Lutherans gathered their resolve and re-

sources to begin orphanages and ―family-finding‖ agencies 

to care for children left parentless by a variety of circum-

stances. Today, many of these Lutheran orphanages have 

grown into large organizations that meet a broad range of 

needs for children and their families. Each Lutheran social 

ministry organization can tell stories of faithful people, 

who, motivated by Christ's love, directed that care to others 

or advocated against injustice, especially when finding a 

place to care for aging people in a rural community or for 

opportunities for those marginalized by city life. 

Today congregations in urban neighborhoods create com-

munity for people struggling with mental illness, chemical 

dependency, and transition from prison. New missions mo-

bilize the resources of neighborhoods to care for the lives 

of kids at risk. In suburbs and small towns, people of faith 

band together to ensure access to safe and affordable hous-

ing and services for people with disabilities. Congregations 

and social ministry organizations in rural areas join forces 

to provide healthcare, transportation and chore services for  

 

people as they age. People come together to advocate, to 

organize, to serve. 

This story of Lutherans working in the world is a clear wit-

ness to the Gospel. There are more than 300 independent 

Lutheran health and human service organizations in thou-

sands of communities all across the country and the Carib-

bean. The employees and volunteers in these organizations 

treat acute and chronic illnesses of body and mind, provide 

care for the whole person in need, and strengthen and em-

power individuals and families to care for themselves, for 

one another, and for their communities. Last year services 

were provided to nearly six million people -- or one in 50 

Americans. The aggregated budgets of these organizations 

totaled over $16.6 billion dollars. 

Through Lutheran Services in America, an alliance of the 

Evangelical Lutheran Church in America, The Lutheran 

Church--Missouri Synod and their related health and hu-

man service organizations, LSA strengthens its members' 

ministries and Lutheran identity, facilitates work that is 

best done together rather than as individual organizations, 

trains board and staff leaders, connects social ministry or-

ganizations to one another and with partners of many types, 

and stimulates collective action through advocacy and pro-

grams.
