vanilla compared to buying other flavors. She told Tom
and Ray that the only difference she could think of was
that the vanilla ice cream was located near the front of the
store and all the other flavors where toward the back of the
freezer section in the rear of the store.

can’t afford. Or maybe we look in the mirror and we’re
disappointed with what we see and we think that if we up-
date our wardrobe, shed a few pounds, or see a plastic sur-
geon we’ll be happier with who we really are.

Where are you looking for the answers to life’s questions;
life’s questions being the source of joy, peace and hope to
carry you through each day? The truth is that happiness,
harmony and meaning in life don’t have anything at all to
do with the economy, the government, our marriage, our
job, and all that kind of stuff. It’s like thinking the prob-
lem is the vanilla ice cream when it’s really vapor lock.

We are prepared to
inform the parents more about our use of the Creative Curricu-
lum, our successful use of small groups within the preschool
and toddler classrooms, and show examples of the block crea-
tions, artwork and skills we are focusing on currently. Cookies
and punch will be served.

The Child Care is again selling Butter Braids as our one and
only fundraiser. These funds help to replace worn-out class-
room materials and provide us with larger-sized and larger
priced furniture items for the classrooms. Sales extend
through Oct. 24. Delivery is Tues. Nov. 8.

The 2012 budget has been completed. We will be raising our
weekly tuition rates at each age level. These rates are as fol-

Infants (Doves) $155.00 $158.00

Preschool (Fish) $135.00 $140.00

It looks like the Child Care will be “in-the-hole” some for
2011. There are several reasons for this:

1. The Center’s dry and canned breakfast and snacks items,
fresh fruits, and dairy products are being delivered each week,
rather than Judy driving to the store and purchasing them.
There is a fuel charge added when Ziebell’s and the Winona
Fruit Co. deliver, in addition to a slightly higher price for
brand names rather than generic.

2. We have had a lower number of enrollees, especially in-
fants, for several months.

3. At the start of 2011 we increased the salaries of some child
care staff.

4. At the start of 2011 the yearly amount given to the church
from the child care increased from $12,000 to $17,000. We
will be able to make up some of this deficit from our “Income
Less Direct Expenses” fund, which currently has just over
$6,000.
