Praying for Others

This month we resume Dr. James Howell’s
thoughts on worship. Dr. Howell is the pastor of Myers
Park United Methodist Church in Charlotte, NC.

Christians at worship hardly notice what is most stunning,
the moment that is sheer nonsense or else the most price-
less jewel. On cue, we bow our heads, close our eyes, and
mentally express love and concern toward a God we cannot
see, and even on behalf of people we do not know. Even
more strangely, we believe God hears, and cares even more
than we do - and gets involved.

"Does prayer work?" is the wrong question, of course.
Prayer is love, and love is never wasted. We love, and so
we pray. God loves, and so God hears our prayers. Worship
is proximity to the heart of God, and our concern is a hazy
yet palpable reflection of God's heart.

To pick up an ancient image, in prayer we remind God to
be God, and we in turn are reminded that we are the people

of God. Public prayer, corporate prayer, is the invaluable
gift that stretches me and my spirituality beyond merely
praying, "Gimme, gimme, help me, help me." Thumb
through the Episcopalians' Book of Common Prayer [and
the ELW], and you will find prayers for schoolteachers,
prisoners, justice, peace, the environment, industry, sol-
diers, doctors and nurses, the President, the hungry, handi-
capped and lonely. We pray for people in Sri Lanka,
Lithuania, Biloxi, across the tracks in our own town, and on
the other end of the pew. When we pray, we are part of
something bigger than me and my little concerns; prayer is
huge, enormous, as large as the heart of God.

Together we learn what Israel knew how to do: to cry out
not just for individual needs, but also for issues that face
larger bodies of people. When Israel as a nation faced trag-
edy or challenges, they fasted, gathered, and cried out with
a single voice to God (Psalm 74). In worship we name the
world's hurt, refusing to be sheltered from it just because
our little corner of the world is comfortable.

C.S. Lewis once wrote, "It is far easier to pray for a bore
than to go and visit him." Prayer is not an unloading of re-
sponsibility. We pray, "Lord, show us how we might in
some way be the answer to our own prayer." If we pray for
the hungry, or for peace, or for strangers, we cannot help
but get busy doing something. If I am praying for anyone at
all, my attitude toward that person is changed, softened,
and infused with grace.

And so it is the pinnacle of God's largesse that, when we
worship by offering up the world and our very selves, God
listens and cares, and so we listen and care. Prayer matters.
Prayer changes the world.

1.Call to Order — 5:30 p.m. Devotions were led by Sue Cooper
about baptism.

2. President’s Report — Judy Davis Council members were wel-
comed by Judy.

3. Secretary’s Report — Brant Deppa Minutes from the December
meeting were approved.

4. Treasurer’s Report — Bob Quinlan Budget was improved in
December. Giving was $4,000 better than 2009. If the $17,000
that was previously taken out of reserves was included in “year to
date budget” we would only be short by about $1200.

Misc.: Our guest, Bev Spande, talked about the Fair Trade market
coming up on April 9™ This event will take place in the old Wi-
nona knitting mills building. We all thought this sounded interest-
ing and asked to be kept informed as more information becomes
available. Next meeting February 3 at 5:30 in the new conference
room.

6. Staff / Pastors Reports

Pastor Jeff Franko: I’m just back from a nice vacation and ready
to go again. Welcome to our new council members, Steve Ever-
son, our secretary and Mary Parham, our Trustee/Treasurer.

Eligible members should be
receiving letters informing them of the estimated amount they
can designate. We need to get the word out that Central Lutheran
can be a recipient of these funds. There will be information in the
newsletter and the bulletin. It would also be helpful to have a
congregational advocate.

Young Life College is coming to Winona! This program gives college kids the opportu-

nity to continue their faith away from home and become leaders for our High ‘

This is the second letter in a series of 11 that will discuss the 11 different elements thought to be the reason that
Young Life was a success after their first decade in existence. Here is that list as they wrote it out in 1951:

1) Go where kids congregate;

2) Accept them as they are;

3) Learn how to walk in wisdom to those outside the faith;

4) See the dignity of each unique person;

5) Find a neutral setting for the club meeting;

6) Create a climate that is informal;

7) Speak naturally in terms familiar to the vocabulary of the kids;

8) Communicate your certainties rather than flaunt your doubts;

9) Consider it a sin to bore kids, especially with the Gospel;

10) Build on their instinct for adventure;

11) Capitalize on the elements of good humor and music to establish openness to the Gospel."

Accept them as they are. When I see that on the list it makes me cringe - not because the thought of accepting

kids as they are scares me, but rather that it even has to be on the list in the first place. To accept kids as they are :

is something so obvious that it shouldn’t have to be on the list - everyone should just know to do this. The rea-
son it is on the list? The answer is simple - that even though it seems obvious, many churches and youth groups
don’t necessarily find this easy to do. Add that to many social clubs like sports groups, school groups, and com-
munity groups that also have a hard time accepting kids as they are and we start to see the culture of what every
kid wakes up to each day. A culture that doesn’t accept them for who they are - a culture that ignores their per-
sonal dreams and fears, their questions and concerns, their likes and dislikes and the things they hope for and the
things the can’t stop stressing out about.

I understand it - many groups want perfection. They want kids to strive to be the best they can be. We live in a
society that awards greatness and shuns underachievement. The problem is that kids are in both categories still
struggle with the same things. They struggle with questions about friends, family and where they fit in. One
great thing about Castaway is the moment in cabin time where everyone starts to realize that they have more in
common with each other than their differences.

We need to reach out to every kid possible. The only way to do that is to accept them as they are. That means

getting to know them, having more leaders with different backgrounds that can relate to each kid at the high

school. Accepting kids means realizing that we are all broken, that we need help. That the worry and fear in our @
hearts can take control of our lives. Our leaders know this and are there to walk alongside our kids as they bat-

tle. Each moment spent with them shows them the love in our hearts that we know is Jesus.

One question that drives me nuts is, “Why are you talking to her? Why are you inviting her to club or camp? She
does this or that - or she was involved with this.” The answer is simple - because Young Life was created for every-
one - and maybe that person could really use a place where they are accepted for who they are. Again, Jesus shows
us the way. In Luke 19, Jesus comes across Zacchaeus, a tax collector and hated man amongst his fellow peers, in a
tree. Jesus asks to stay at his house for the day to get to know him. When those around him start grumbling and ask-
ing why Jesus wants to spend time with one who is a sinner, Jesus answers, “Today salvation has come to this house,
because he too is a son of Abraham. For the Son of Man came to seek out and to save the lost.” In other words, we
are all in this together - let’s start accepting each other for who we are, faults and all.
