Deep in every healthy persons heart burns 

a desire to be a good person.

I heard about this 

dream, that, if you don’t mind, I’ll tell in 

the first person.   I’m standing in line 

waiting to get into heaven and Mother 

Theresa is standing in front of me.  And 

when she gets to the head of the line to 

face the judgment throne, God says to 

her, ―Mother, you lived a pretty good life, 

but, know you could have tried harder; 

you could have done more.‖   Ashamedly, 

Mother Theresa looks down at her feet 

and sadly says, ―I know.  You’re right.‖

And I’m thinking to myself, ―If Mother Theresa isn’t good 

enough, what chance do I have of ever saying that I have 

lived a good life?‖ 

On the other hand, I don’t think we do a terrible job of it, 

either.  A little pitch-forked devil sits on one shoulder, 

whispering in one ear, and a little halo crowned angel sits 

on the other shoulder, whispering in our other ear.  And 

most of the time we can listen to what is right and do it.  

But there are times when ―the good that we want to do is 

what we don’t do and the evil we don’t want to do is ex-

actly what we do.‖  (Romans 7).  That puts us somewhere 

in the middle; not really good and not really bad.  I sup-

pose, at best, that makes us pretty good; good enough that 

when faced with a choice between good and bad the good 

is usually the way we go …  but not always. 

Being pretty good isn’t going to get us into heaven; but it 

isn’t going to keep us out, either.  Jesus once told a rich 

man looking for the way into heaven, ―Why do you call 

me good?  No one is good but God alone.‖  (Mark 10)  I 

think what Jesus meant by that is that we all fall short re-

gardless of how hard we try or how well we keep the com-

mandments.  We all have our vices – our dirty laundry – 

our skeletons in the closet that, at best, leave us only pretty 

good and God, alone, as good enough. And, good enough, 

God considers us to be the treasure buried in a field or the 

pearl of great price for which he would pay a great price to 

possess.  There are days when I wonder why God would 

do such a thing for the likes of me; days when I can’t un-

derstand his grace for somebody who can barely claim to 

be a pretty good person.  Needless to say I’m over-

whelmed that God would pour such love and mercy over 

me and make me his own.

Tuesday, May 17, 2011

1. Call to Order – 5:30 p.m. Devotions were led by Judy 

Davis based on Matthew 28, making disciples. 

2. President’s Report – Judy Davis   

Goal groups have been meeting. Co-chairs will meet again 

on June 5th. Judy will put notes in the newsletter. 

3. Secretary’s Report – Steve Everson April minutes ap-

proved. 

4. Treasurer’s Report – Mary Parham  

April income exceeded expenses by $3,170. Year to date 

we are short ($12,025). Average worship attendance is 

higher this year than in 2010.  There is going to be a need 

to budget more for maintaining our technology: i.e. video, 

audio and the worship recording equipment. Report Ap-

proved. 

5. Team Reports /Pastors’ Reports 

Printed reports attached. Education/Youth/Family is in-

cluded in Pastor Rem’s report. 

6. Old Business 

a. Central Lutheran/Cedar Valley Joint Agreement:  Ed 

Berkley discussed the draft proposal of the Joint ministry 

agreement. Included are Purpose, Mission Statements, 

Joint Ministry Council, Officers, Call committee and 

Terms of the agreement. Pastor Franko will contact Rev. 

Linda Gunderson from the SEMN synod to be present at 

the semi-annual meeting. 

b. Kiehnbaum house: Pastor Franko has asked Dennis Van 

Drunen, Eric Johnsrud and Emerit Thompson to be on a 

committee to oversee the possible purchase of the Kie-

hbaum house at 260 W. Sanborn. The council voted unani-

mously to approve. 

c. Sabbatical: A one month sabbatical has been offered to 

our Minister of Music, Larry Finke. The retreat is most 

effective if both husband and wife attend. The cost is 

$1500 per person. The CLC foundation will contribute 

$2000. Motion was made to pay $1000 each for Larry and 

Bonnie. $500 for Larry would come out of the staff train-

ing fund. The remaining $500 for Bonnie would need to 

come out of family or congregational donations. Motion 

passed: 7-yes, 2-no. 

d. Synod Assembly: Attendees of the assembly found it to 

be a positive and worthwhile experience. The bible studies 

were not quite as good as in past years however. Jeremy 

Johnson will give a report to the congregation on June 5th. 

e. Audit committee. The committee will meet in June. 

7. New Business 

a. Contacting Inactive Members: Steve noted that one of 

the suggestions from strategic planning was contacting 

inactive members. Goal Group 2 members thought this 

should be handled by the council and pastors. If a relevant 

list could be drawn up, these people could be invited back 

with a call or letter. If CLC has not received a letter of 

transfer, it is difficult to know the status of some of our 

inactive. Steve will check with Connie Larson about com-

ing up with a list for review by pastors and council.

ELDER’S REPORT: The food basket collected $174.85 

in cash and 157 pounds of food in April, for a year to date 

total of $685.85, and 667 pounds. We move closer to our 

goal of two tons of food.  

The Fair Trade event was a huge success, with all items 

from Lutheran World Relief being sold. Because funds 

were not needed to return items, an additional contribution 

of $75.89 was made to the organization, SERRV, which 

sponsored the fair, and is planning future fairs.  

Habitat for Humanity Car-A-Vanners will be in the Winona 

area for two weeks, beginning May 16, 2011. Central will 

provide lunches on two working days. 

The June Change for Change Jar will benefit R.E.A.C.H., 

which stands for Reach Everyone And Choose Hope. This 

nonprofit organization was founded by two members of 

Central United Methodist Church, Marie Barrientos and 

Carol Girard. Through garage sales, spaghetti suppers, bi-

cycle tours, and even one walking tour to Mankato (the 

community, not the avenue), they have raised tens of thou-

sands of dollars to benefit area programs serving abused  

and troubled children and youth. The funds raised this year 

will benefit the Hope Coalition-Kids Count program in Red 

Wing, and SCY (Supporting Community Youth) here in 

Winona. 

Tentative plans are being made for a hunger awareness 

event later this year.  

A Glocal (global-local) Missions event of the ELCA will 

be held July 29-30, 2011, at St. Paul’s Lutheran Church, 

LaCrosse, Wisconsin. The cost is $35.00, with special mis-

sion funds available for anyone wanting to attend, but un-

able to do so due to costs.
