Back in the day Mr. Anderson taught 

American History to ninth graders and 

he did it with the kind of power and 

authority that schools wouldn‟t  

tolerate today. When his eyes focused 

on a student he or she was instantly 

filled with dread. He demanded  

respect and his voice, sounding like 

the roll of thunder, left little doubt 

who was in charge. Not only was he a 

strict disciplinarian, but his huge 6‟3”, 

250 pound frame could be seen lifting 

students off their feet and setting them 

solidly in their seats. No one messed 

with Mr. Anderson. No one called him 

“friend” either.  

There are many who imagine that God 

is like that, too. Their idea of God 

looks exactly like Mr. Anderson; with 

piercing eyes, thundering voice, and a 

gigantic body working together to  

inspire dread and forcing people into 

submission when they get out of line.  

They see God as stern and hard and 

has the kind of presence that leaves 

little doubt about who‟s in charge.  

God, in their mind, is a strict  

disciplinarian. No one messes with 

this God of theirs. No one calls him 

“friend” either. 

But Christmas opens the possibility to 

a different understanding of power 

and authority; the kind that comes not 

with force and thunder and dread, but 

in the weakness and stillness and  

invitation of a helpless child. It is the 

power and authority that God lays in a 

lowly manger; exposed and vulnerable 

to the forces of darkness and woe.   

The baby Jesus comes to us on  

Christmas and allows us to see that 

there is a better way than coercion to 

change a heart and to redeem a life. It 

is the way of love that freely accepts 

people the way they are, patiently 

walks with them along the way and 

tenderly guides them with forgiveness 

and grace. It carries a smile and lends 

a hand and offers a word of reassur-

ance. It is generous and positive and 

puts the best construction on all that 

we do. It can reach the hardest heart 

and it can transform the cruelest soul. 

Of course, there is a cost that comes 

with this kind of “power made perfect 

in weakness.” The cost brings ridicule 

and rejection and scorn. The cost  

requires more courage and faith and 

sacrifice than is humanly possible. It 

leads to a cross and goes to a grave 

before being born again. And the only 

one who can pay such a price and go 

to such lengths is the one whose birth 

we celebrate at Christmas; the baby 

born to be the savior of the world.

Childcare Ministry Team Minutes: November 15, 2011 

FUNDRAISING - Our annual fall fundraiser brought in 

some funds, but sales were significantly behind the past 

couple of years. This year we sold 188 Butter Braids and 

raised $846.00. 

Last year our sale number was 283 Butter Braids, raising 

$1273.00. The year before we raised over $1600.00. It 

looks like we may need to consider a different or an addi-

tional fundraiser. 

These funds typically are used to purchase furniture (book 

shelves, dividers, cabinets), higher priced educational ma-

nipulatives/toys, and books. 

ENROLLMENT – We are looking for ways to increase our 

infant enrollment. Our number of infants is the lowest ever; 

there are several reasons for this, the economy probably 

being number one.  

We have posted the current openings on the CLC marqee, 

listed the Center in the yellow pages, contacted the Child 

Care Resource & Referral, and we‟ll be getting a banner to 

post on Huff Street to start. 

The other classrooms are full and have a waiting list. 

OPEN HOUSE – The Center held its first annual fall Open 

House on October 24. The entire Center as well as individ-

ual classrooms were decorated beautifully. There were pic-

tures of children engaged in a variety of activities and a 

description of that activity, completed projects were on dis-

play, and punch and cookies were available. The lead class-

room teachers were available to speak with parents about 

what was happening in their classrooms and to answer 

questions. The event was a success overall, but particularly 

so at the preschool level. The Leadership Team reflected 

upon the event afterwards and have made some changes 

that can make it even better next year. 

FALL CONFERENCES – Our fall conferences will be 

completed by this Friday, November 18. The use of the 

Creative Curriculum has been helpful for our lead teachers 

in their planning and assessments. 

FAITH BUILDING – The Leadership Team and the Board 

are looking for ways to increase the faith-building compo-

nent in the Center‟s curriculum. Other faith-based centers 

are being contacted and we are looking at various curricu-

lums, in addition to pastor-lead ideas.

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ELDER‟S REPORT: Sue Cooper 

Central Lutheran will be participating in a mobile packing 

event for the organization, Feed My Starving Children, 

which the Winona Rotary Club is sponsoring March 24, 

2012 in Winona. Participation includes $800.00 in financial 

support to purchase the meals being packed. The donation 

will be taken from special missions funds. Up to sixteen 

volunteers can participate, working a two-hour shift.  Vol-

unteers can be as young as five years old, with adult super-

vision. This will be a great opportunity for families, confir-

mation small groups, and others.  Feed My Starving Chil-

dren provides a nutritious, low-cost food product to people 

in countries facing food shortages. Nancy Hauschildt will 

help coordinate the event.  

The food basket in October collected 218 pounds of food, 

and $550.00 in cash, bringing the year to date total of 5,480 

pounds. The newly revised goal is 6,000 pounds.  

The CROP Walk collected $7,713.00, which was down 

from last year. Central Lutheran collected the most money, 

with $2,809.00 being raised.  Deb Hjelmeland was the indi-

vidual collecting the most funds, with Pastor Franko a close 

second. Bev Spande presented the trophy at a recent 

Wednesday night worship service.
