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Yves and Nirva Merger, along with 

their daughter, Staphania, came to Bis-

marck as part of the Lutheran Social 

Service Refugee Resettlement Pro-

gram. Within a year or two, along 

came a son, Scottie – named after Chi-

cago Bulls basketball star, Scottie Pip-

pen. They were from Haiti and despite 

the disparity of temperature were wel-

comed into our northern climes with 

warm hearts and helping hands. We 

got them settled in, helped them with 

their English and found them work to 

do, and in the process they became 

dear friends. I taught Yves how to 

drive and helped him keep his car run-

ning when old-man-winter wanted to 

keep it idle. 

They had very little to live on with a 

minimum wage income.  I marveled 

that as poor as they were in my esti-

mation, by Haitian standards they 

were rich and were expected to regu-

larly send money back to their family.  

The only family member lucky 

enough to have a job in Haiti was 

Yves’ father and he was robbed and 

shot to death. The culprit was never 

found. Nirva’s mother had cancer and 

for her treatments cash, up front, was 

required. On several occasions we 

helped Yves and Nirva help their 

families, but clearly the extreme scar-

city they knew in Haiti far exceeded 

our best efforts to ease their poverty.

Staphania, now, is attending community college; the 

first in her family to get a higher education. Scottie is 

in seventh grade playing basketball in the tradition of 

his namesake. Yves and Nirva have bought a mobile 

home of their own, no longer renting substandard 

apartments.  Things have turned out pretty well for 

them. Their families in Haiti haven’t been so fortu-

nate. Nirva’s 32 year old sister didn’t survive the 

quake but her little girl is okay. They had nothing be-

fore this latest disaster and now are fraught with death 

and destruction.  Before, the little money that Yves 

and Nirva could send to their family was like trying to 

fill a swimming pool one cup of water at a time; now, 

the task of making a difference seems virtually impos-

sible. 

The only good that has come out of this is that the 

earthquake has put Haiti in the limelight and is bring-

ing badly needed relief from around the world into 

this impoverished country. Finally, the poorest of the 

poor are getting a generous outpouring of compassion 

and kindness from every corner of the globe. As sad 

as these days are for Yves and Nirva at least they 

don’t feel quite so alone in their fight against insur-

mountable odds. 

My exposure to third world countries has taught me 

one very important lesson. As overwhelming as things 

seem sometimes it is unbelievable how big a differ-

ence small acts of charity can make. Yves and Nirva 

know this; that’s why they keep doing what little they 

can.

Berkley, Judy Davis, Bob Quinlan, Julie Palubicki, Sue

As I’m writing this, most of us have been glued to our 

television sets watching the rescue efforts in Haiti.  

You know what happened and from the very intense 

news coverage, you have learned a lot about Haiti that 

you may not have known before. Some of you have 

even sent donations to some relief organization. But 

you were already there before the earthquake even 

happened. 

The ELCA, through the Lutheran World Federation, 

was already responding to critical needs of survivors 

the day after the earthquake. LWF is a global com-

munion of 140 member churches in 279 countries.  

LWF maintains offices and staff on the island which 

were spared making it possible for work to begin im-

mediately. Staff there focused their immediate efforts 

on issues of water safety and sanitation, assisting with 

medical triage, and providing emergency sheltering 

for the many who are now homeless. The ELCA has 

long-standing relationships in Haiti through several 

organizations and the Lutheran Church in Haiti. 

As of January 15, ELCA Disaster Response has au-

thorized $250,000 for immediate relief assistance, 

with the possibility of an additional $500,000 as the 

scope of this disaster continues to become clear. 

ELCA Disaster Response is known for its long-term 

healing presence after natural and human-caused dis-

asters. Lutheran World Relief (LWR) has initially 

committed $1 million to the relief effort and will re-

evaluate that commitment as new reports emerge.
