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Fellow Members of Central Lutheran,

I write this message to apprise you of a difficult situation and as your Council

President I’'m asking you to help meet our financial needs. Many of you who

have been following the bulletin and newsletter are aware of the financial
situation the Church faces where our giving does not cover the expenses. As a Church Council we are
taking steps to make our giving go as far as possible. The budget was cut 5% from last year, including
full time staff and pastoral salaries. We have reduced our expenses and we are taking every opportu-
nity to spend less.

Several circumstances have contributed to this situation: the poor economy, a national trend of
churches loosing worship attendance and subsequent giving, increased costs of healthcare and others.
As your Church Council we are dedicated to do the hard work of finding our way through these trou-
bled times but we cannot do it alone.

[ am very proud, in the best way, to be a Lutheran and contribute to all the things we stand for and do.
We are known as the last ones remaining at various disasters to finish the job when others leave. All
around this country and parts of the world we stand ready to help do God’s work in caring for our
neighbors with our hands. We do have a mission because we are blessed.

I know too that congregations, ours and others, are where “the rubber meets the road”—you live
where the action is. The church is the “rock” that keeps us focused and the “glue” that keeps us to-
gether when all else seems to fall apart. We need each other and others need us.

However, if the present trend of giving continues we fear that some ministries, along with staff, may
have to be cut. This will be very hard and it will not be done without your input and blessing. We
first want to reaffirm our mission as a congregation and then take a look at what we do and what we
are willing to spend our money to support. More will be coming in the next few days and weeks.

I trust your love for your church and am thankful for the work we do together in the name of Christ. |
believe your awareness of the financial needs before us will inspire you to help us keep from making
cuts we know will be difficult and painful.

One last thought that we all should ponder. What effect do we have in our community for good and
do we want it to continue?

Meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. Devotions were
given by Julie Palubicki. Book Study on “Missional Renais-
sance”, Chapter 8, was lead by Ed Berkley.

Presidents Report: Discussion was had regarding the book
study and how we wanted to proceed. Larry, Jeff, Scott, and
Michelle will look into resources for missional direction.

Treasurers Report: Our average attendance is down 20%
from 2003 to 2009. Year to Date Income Less Expenses is
-$42,585.00. With the decrease in offerings, more of the re-
serves are being used which will cause financial problems in
the future if it continues. There are three options: Cut Ex-
penses (already pretty well cut); Increase Income; Combina-
tion of Both. There was a lengthy discussion regarding all
options pertaining to this important and urgent issue. Com-
munication to the congregation about our financial situation
was also discussed. In light of the urgency of our finances,
Council will meet again on Tuesday, June 1 at 5:30 p.m. for
further discussion.

Pastor Franko’s Report: WSU Lutheran Campus Center
Board (of which Mike Bernatz and I belong) met with the
Bishop along with the Mankato State Board. Both campus
ministry sites are without permanent pastors right now. Al-
though we don’t know yet how much funding we can count
on, it is clear that we are looking at a part-time pastor to fill
this ministry. Prior to getting into the call process, we need
to identify the extent this ministry will take at a part time
level. It is also clear that the board desires a stronger work-
ing relationship between LCC and CLC.

Our summer worship schedule will begin on Memorial Day
weekend, May 29 & 30. Worship services will be held Sat-
urday at 5:30 and Sunday at 8:00 and 9:30 through Labor

Day weekend.

A bus trip to the Dead Sea Scroll exhibit is planned for Sun-
day, August 29.

Pastor Michelle Rem’s Report: The Bridge has switched to
meeting in homes which has been a wonderful change. We
are planning on meeting 1-2 times over the summer. Our
next gathering will be at the Deppa home. The date is yet to
be determined.

‘Legacy did a phenomenal job as worship leaders for the
May 16 worship for our High School Seniors.

Family Ministry: There is interest in more family activities
at Central. More information will follow as plans develop.

Girls Night Out Dinner Around the World will be held on

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September 26 at 5:30 p.m. in Grace Hall.

Outreach & Communication: Tom Smart is training the staff
on management of the new website.

Vacation: I will be taking an extended vacation this summer.

Pastor Scott Olson’s Report: The Spring Stewardship Re-
sponse Campaign, May 1-2, “Salt and Light: Celebrating
Our Response to God’s Gifts,” went well. Commitment
cards have been available in the pews and the church office
for those who did not have an opportunity to fill one out.
Cards will also be mailed out to some members of the con-
gregation. The worship survey was mailed out on May 5th to
485 persons in the congregation. Surveys have also been
made available in the narthex. Fifty have been taken with 11
received in the box or mail. I am greatly encouraged by the
response and anticipate we’ll be close to the goal of 200 sur-
veys.

Voting members to the SEMN Synod Assembly presented
their reflections in an Adult Forum on Sunday, May 9 and
did a wonderful job in talking about their experiences and
the work of the larger church.

Wednesday Night Workshop Enrollment Night was
Wednesday, May 5, 6:30-8:00 pm. I’m surprised at the low
enrollment so far (15 students) and will be making some
follow-up phone calls with families to discern why others
haven’t contacted the church regarding their plans.

The Wednesday Night Workshop Task Force is coming
close to making some recommendations about how we can
improve our Catechism program leading to Confirmation.
It’s been a privilege working with such faithful and engaged
folk.

Worship & Music Report: The Adult Choir will sing for
Pentecost. The Decorah Choir will sing at Central. The
HIMS will sing at CLC on June 27. Lessons & Carols is
scheduled for the first Sunday in December. There is insuffi-
cient choir music. Judy Davis has volunteered to head up
Santa Lucia in December.

Education Report: A group of WSU students interested in
developing a relationship with CLC have been meeting with
congregational leaders under the shepherding of Jake Wag-
ner. We have been exploring ways that CLC may help pro-
vide a welcome place for these young people to connect
with others that have similar faiths and in the community.

Elder’s Report: There will be Care-A-Vanners here from
May 10-28, 2010 working on various Habitat projects. Cen-
tral will be providing a couple noon meals. The Care-A-
