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Under God’s wings you will find refuge; 

God’s faithfulness is your shield.  

(Psalm 91: 4) 

Psalm 91 is the inspiration of a great 

hymn, “On Eagle’s Wings”, written by 

Father Jan Michael Joncas in 1979.  Fa-

ther Joncas is a priest of the archdiocese 

of Minneapolis-St. Paul.   Imagine that, 

such a great piece of music coming out of 

Minnesota!  The thing, in my mind, that 

makes this such a powerful song is the 

imagery of God’s protective and encour-

aging care.  As the refrain goes, “And he 

will raise you up on eagle’s wings, bear 

you on the breath of dawn, make you to 

shine like the sun, and hold you in the 

palm of his hand.” 

 

Every time I sing these words I sense God 

covering me with His wings and I feel 

like nothing can harm me.  You see, I 

worry sometimes that I don’t have what it 

takes to get up and do what needs to be 

done.  I fear I have not the wisdom, the 

skill, the faith or the strength to deal with 

all of the things God is asking of me, as a 

pastor, to do.  And I am afraid to leave 

the refuge of my God’s wings; afraid that, 

alone, I will fail and fall and freak out.  

But, if Psalm 91 is right, I can leave the 

security of God’s wings and find protec-

tion behind the shield of God’s faithful-

ness.

Isn’t it interesting that sanctuary comes in the form of 

feathers and iron.  Feathers are fine when unwarranted 

fears, especially the fear of the unknown.  God’s feathers 

bring the same kind of comfort that a security blanket pro-

vides; a sign and symbol of something more substantial 

that’s enough to quiet “the terror of the night.”  But when 

it comes to the very real clout of the devil’s tempting 

power we need iron; the shield of God’s faithfulness when 

“the arrow flies by day.” 

What that tells me is that I don’t need all of the wisdom, 

skill, faith, and strength to be the kind of person God 

wants me to be.  All I need is God’s faithfulness – God’s 

promise to grace my life and to use me according to His 

good pleasure.  God’s faithfulness takes me at my best and 

at my worst and works through me to accomplish His will.  

And that is a shield of iron for me because I’m not in 

charge, I’m not in control, I’m just an instrument that God 

promises to use.  And knowing that I can be bold to live 

and be and do my best behind the strong shield of God’s 

faithfulness. 

How it all works; the mystery of God protecting and pro-

pelling the lives of people like you and me, I have not a 

clue.  All I know is the promise and with that promise I 

can “shine like the sun,” confident that God holds me “in 

the palm of his hand.”

Child Care Center Report 
December 2010: The Child Care Center enjoyed a wonderful 

Christmas Celebration Event with children, parents, extended 

family members, and staff on December 20, 2010.  The chil-

dren had a short skit and songs prepared.  Then we all shared 

in a pot luck dinner.  As has been the tradition, the parents 

gave money ($328.00) for teacher-suggested gifts for in each 

classroom.  In January we ordered new books, manipulatives, 

and toys.   

January 2011: New Infant Room Lead Teacher, Tammy Eng-

stler, really got started!  She is very active in learning all that 

she can about the Center.  She already is a top-notch addition 

to the teaching staff and for the infant room. 

According to the Child and Adult Care Food Program 

(CACFP) and the MN Department of Health the Child Care 

Center now must annually purchase a Food, Beverage and 

Lodging License ($270.00). We are undertaking numerous 

changes because of this. For example we will need to train a 

staff member as a Certified Food Manager ($167.00), the 

Lead Teachers and Director took a Safe Food Handling train-

ing recently, we will make daily checks on food temperatures, 

keep records of every illness every employee has that works 

with food (all of us), purchase and use a new food surface 

sanitizer, there is a possibility we will need to purchase a com-

mercial refrigerator and freezer,  remove the convenient small 

refrigerator’s within each classroom,  and yearly inspections 

by Winona County Environmental Health Specialist. 

We have begun using the ProCare Management Software for 

the Center.    

The final stages of the Center Improvement Plan is happen-

ing.  The tasks yet to complete include painting the hallway 

downstairs near the classrooms, and paint the Infant Room. 

 A Child Care Ministry Team has been established and met 

twice.  Thus far we have gone over the background of the 

Center’s start-up and events to date.  There are numerous 

items on the agenda for upcoming discussions.  We meet 

again on March 1, 2011.
