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Reggie McNeal, in his book MIS-

SIONAL RENAISSANCE, tells the story 

of opening a note just ninety minutes be-

fore going on vacation telling him that 

ñThere are a lot of people upset at what 

youôre doing.ò; clearly, someone, (and 

purportedly many others), where not 

happy with his efforts.   Who of us have-

nôt been there and know how that feels? 

His first thought was, ñWhy couldnôt this 

have waited another two hours.ò  By then 

he would have been gone and would not 

have seen the message until getting back 

from his family trip.  (This was before the 

days of the BlackBerry, the I-phone and 

text messaging.)  All he could do now 

was carry the burden of this message with 

him on vacation. 

Three days into vacation he was still 

brooding over the note, mentally compos-

ing reply after reply defending his work.  

Finally, he admitted to his wife the fact 

that he couldnôt get over this ñattackò on 

the job he was doing.  To his surprise she 

asked, ñWhat if he is right?  What if a lot 

of people really are upset with you?  

Would you have done anything differ-

ently than what youôve done?ò 

ñWell, no.ò he replied.

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May, 2010 Pastor Franko, continued from page 1  

ñThen whatôs the worst thing that could happen ï could 

you lose your job?ò she responded.  ñDo you think God 

would take care of us if that happened?ò 

ñWell, yes.ò he had to admit. 

In a matter of seconds, his wife exposed the real issue that 

was feeding his defensiveness: FEAR!  He was afraid.  

And he notes, ñOnce Cathy pulled the dragon out into the 

light of day, I could see that it was toothless.  I was able 

immediately to put it to bed.  My fear, when confronted, 

lost its grip.ò  (pages 129-130) 

Being a Christian today is a scary task; the world is chang-

ing, the church is changing, our friends, our kids, our 

health, the economy ï they are all changing.  And our first 

reaction to change is always fear; particularly our fear of 

the unknown. 

It is important to remember that the words ñfear notò are 

some of the most repeated words in the Bible.  When we 

dare to look down the throat of our fears, we, too, will find 

they are toothless and that they have no power over us.  

After all, whatôs the worst that could happen after our sins 

are forgiven, death is defeated, and love eternal is assur-

edly promised?  What, really, is there to be afraid of with 

God at our side? 

I know this is a scary time for graduates as they embark 

into uncharted territory.  Itôs also a scary time for parents, 

especially if they are soon to have an empty nest.  It scary 

for those diagnosed with cancer, for those facing divorce, 

for those having to move into assisted living, for those é 

(well, you get the picture).  But what is the worst that can 

happen when you ñdwell in the shelter of the Lord and 

abide in his shadow for lifeò?  (Psalm 91:1)

The 

data will be analyzed by Brant Deppa, professor of  

statistics at Winona State University and church council 

secretary. 

The results will be reviewed by the pastoral staff,  

worship and music team, and church council, and  

communicated to the congregation in various ways in 

June and July.
