God 

wants you to love yourself because you 

can only love others to the extent that you 

truly love yourself.  That means that you 

need to take care of yourself and the best 

way that you can do that is by setting 

aside a portion of what you earn for your 

future.  So honor the person God made 

you to be by giving back to yourself.

A check for $1,000.00 has been sent from Central from 

special missions funds for the 100th Anniversary gift to be 

prepared from the Southeastern Minnesota Synod to the 

Central Diocese, Evangelical Lutheran Church in Tanzania. 

The goal is $100,000.00, which will be used to start an in-

stitution of higher learning in Singida, Tanzania.  

A Global Gathering will be held July 29-30, 2011, in La-

Crosse, Wisconsin, at St. Paulôs Lutheran Church. The cost 

is $35.00. The goal is to have a large delegation from Cen-

tral attend the event.

The Heretic's Wife by Brenda Rickman Vantrease  

This Fictional History novel takes place in the 1600ôs during the Reformation.  Although 

Martin Luther led the reformation with his stance against the Roman Catholic Church hi-

erarchy, this novel is about William Tyndale and John Frith.  Tyndale was responsible for 

translating the bible into English as well as printing them.  With the assistance of John 

Frith they translated and shipped English reading bibles out of Europe into England know-

ing full well they would be burned at the stake if ever caught. 

This novel speaks well of the lives the peasants lived then under King Henry VIII as well 

as Thomas Moore who did not hesitate to burn protestants at the stake.  It is well written 

and entwines history with the fictional lives of this time.  This book is an excellent read 

and available in our library.
