One of the newer hymns in our ELW 

is “Here I Am Lord” written by Wis-

consin native and Catholic Jesuit, 

Daniel Schutte.  It is based on the 

story of Samuel’s call to be a prophet 

in I Samuel 3.  I’m sure you remember 

the story.  Samuel is almost asleep and 

he hears a voice calling out his name.  

He thinks it’s his teacher, Eli, calling 

him and when he goes to Eli to find 

out what he wants Eli has no idea 

what he’s talking about.  This happens 

a couple of times before Eli finally 

figures out that the voice belongs to 

God and that Samuel should answer 

the Lord the next time it happens.  So 

when God calls his name once more 

Samuel answers (in the words of the 

song), “Here I am, Lord.  Is it I, Lord? 

I have heard you calling in the night.” 

Hearing voices late at night is not gen-

erally how God calls people these 

days; most of the time it happens out 

of necessity, or opportunity, or simply 

being at the right place at the right 

time, (or the wrong place at the wrong 

time, depending how you want to look 

at it).  The point, of course, is that 

God, indeed, is calling you and me 

and our Church, and we must discern 

God’s voice and answer.

This is exactly what is happening as we spend the rest 

of this year, with the help of our consultant Earlene 

Wickre, trying to listen to what God is calling us to 

consider as a congregation.  We began this process 

last Sunday night, (Sept. 12th), with a “Remembering 

the Past” Pot Luck Dinner.  About thirty of us re-

flected on a timeline of our congregation’s life broken 

down into five periods, 1871 – 1900, 1901 – 1950, 

1951 – 1975, 1976 – 1990, and 1990 – 2010, and re-

called events that played a part in shaping who we 

are.  We also talked about the difference Central Lu-

theran has made in our lives, the life of our families, 

and our community; recognizing the void that would 

exist had not a small but stubborn group of Norske’s 

organized Norwegian Evangelical Lutheran Church 

on Sept. 27, 1871.  Soon, a task force will be formed 

and they will do more listening to all of you and how 

you hear God calling our congregation. 

We do this work because, like Samuel, it isn’t all that 

easy to pick out God’s voice from all of the others.  

And, like Samuel, when we finally figure out God’s 

call upon our congregational life we will need the 

faith and the courage to answer (again in the words of 

song): “Here I am Lord.  Is it I Lord?  I have heard 

you calling in the night.  I will go, Lord, if you lead 

me.  I will hold your people in my heart.”

Sydney and his 

son, C. Gordon 

Smith, would 

gather kids from 

around the Peli-

can Lake area and 

take them on boat 

rides or gather in 

Windjammer. 

During these out-

ings, Sydney and 

C. Gordon would 

share Bible stories 

with their young 

friends. Little did 

the Smiths real-

ize, they were 

starting a spiritual 

legacy that would 

continue for al-

most a century.  

Acts 18 starts with Paul leaving Athens to go stay in Corinth and spread the word of Je-

sus in Corinth.  Upon his arrival he meets Aquila and his wife, Priscilla… Acts 18:3 

reads, “and, because he was was of the same trade, he stayed with them, and they worked 

together - by trade they were tentmakers.”   

This past weekend I was fortunate enough to attend a Leadership Training Weekend at 

Young Life’s Castaway Club in Detroit Lakes with other leaders from Winona.  Many of 

the trainings and seminars focused on what I believe is the most important piece of 

Young Life’s 5 C’s - that being Contact Work.  We as leaders spreading the message of 

faith, love and care to our kids do so on their turf.  We meet kids where they are and get 

the privilege to enter their world. 

As we see in the text, this isn’t a new idea by any means.  Paul, through the book of Acts 

continually is doing contact work.  He meets Aquila and Priscilla, and he wants to get to 

know them.  They have something in common, their trade as tentmakers.  Paul knows 

that is an important connection to start building the relationship that will soon blossom 

into a new life for his new friends.  At our leadership meeting Monday night, we laid out 

the games that will be played at in Winona this week.  Leaders volunteered to take others 

to the soccer game Tuesday night and Volleyball game Thursday at 5:00.   

We need to be active in being a part of our kids lives.  We need to cultivate the harvest, 

to grow the seeds that are planted.  Just by being there to support our kids, leaders be-

come a part of their lives, the next time they meet they have something in common - they 

both went to that volleyball game in the gym of Winona Senior High  at 5:00 pm.   

Paul knew to go deeper with people, you had to get to know them - you had to have their 

trust.  It is our goal through contact work that we earn the privilege to go deeper with our 

kids.
